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The communication: an engine for the ENN

Establishing the European Notarial Network (ENN) is

a real success for the CNUE, both on a political and
practical level. Thus, the Notaries of Europe have created
a practical tool for the notaries in the field, showing the
European institutions their willingness to react and take
concrete initiatives, to the benefit of citizens. Apart from
the magistrates, the CNUE is also the first professional
organisation to equip itself with a network with a view to
facilitating the legal cooperation between practitioners of
law.

The ENN is still a young organisation, created in 2007,
but it is evolving towards an example of best practice. The
initial results are very encouraging. Consider that, in its first
year of operation, the ENN handled almost 300 questions
asked by notaries from all over Europe! Now, all that is
left for the notarial organisations to do is to act in order to
further develop this tool. Eventually, the use of the ENN
should become obvious to all notaries faced with cross-
border issues.

It is for this reason that the communication on a project
like the ENN is of paramount importance. Some notariats
decided to dedicate several pages to the subject in their

national reviews. Others took the initiative to order flyers
and posters presenting the ENN in their national language.
And others created a link to the ENN website. It is
important that each notariat acts in this way and imagines a
new means of reaching all notaries: advertising on national
websites, promoting on a regional scale, etc. As the mobility
of citizens in Europe is accentuated, the utility of the ENN
will increase. In this way, the CNUE already anticipates the
challenges the Notaries of Europe will face in order to offer
an even better service to citizens. The communication will
become even more important when it comes to conveying
the project to notaries in the field. |

Ainsi, au
printemps 2010, la mise en réseau
de ces fiches sur un site Internet

spécialement dédié au projet sera
finalisée. De la sorte, les fiches seront
accessibles a I’ensemble des citoyens
européens. Ce site contiendra aussi
des rubriques spécifiques, destinées
aux professionnels du droit.
